Martinsville, VA (May 18, 2010) – The Duke University Nonprofit Management (NPM) Program has been a nationally acclaimed, leading educational resource for the nonprofit community for approximately 20 years.  As a service to nonprofit organizations located in the city of Danville, Pittsylvania County and Martinsville-Henry County in Virginia, as well as Caswell County, NC, the Danville Regional Foundation (DRF) and the Harvest Foundation are teaming up to sponsor world-class offerings. These courses typically cost $600. With support from the foundations, nonprofits pay only $35 per class.
